There
will be an exemption for a member in financial distress. The definition of “financial
distress” is yet to be defined. At the 2019 State Congress, it was resolved that
the annual subscription be set at $35.00. Capitation fees to RSL NSW are
$25.00 and the retention fee to RSL sub-Branch be $10.00. There is ongoing
speculation that the annual subscription may be abolished. No doubt this will be
decided at the State Congress in December.

7.2. Visit by the Acting State President & CEO, RSL NSW. On 12th October, the
Acting State RSL President Ray James and CEOQO Jon Black will visit the sub-
Branch office to present George Craven with his 50-year member certificate.
