We are still required to comply with
Public Health Orders that require the event to be ticketed, seating and contact
tracing of all attendees and physical barriers erected around the event. State
Branch continues pursue the NSW Government to the have all restrictions lifted.
We are also aware that Tuggerah Lakes Police District have provided guidance
to sub-Branches in their area which is significant different to Brisbane Water
Police District. After considerable discussion we will pursue clarification of
restrictions and monitor changes.
